The group agreed that this may not be an accurate assessment given the work individuals have undertaken in their allotted areas and in consideration of the fact we have only been working together since the Brussel’s plenary.  Visible activity has increased since the last teleconference meeting 2 weeks ago.

5. Each liaison person has been asked to prepare a one page summary of activity in their working group.  Initially, these are to be used to assist in the development of our consolidated comments on the Technical Architecture Specification document currently out for review.
